Inappropriate speed is the largest contributory factor in road deaths and a major factor affecting quality of life for people in the community.

The above vehicle that is registered to you was monitored on the [date] at [location] and found to be exceeding the [30/40] M.P.H. speed limit.

This is the SECOND occasion that the above vehicle has been observed exceeding the speed limit by Community Speed Watch volunteers.

Given that on two occasions your vehicle has been monitored by Community Speed Watch volunteers exceeding the limit, I must advise you that details of your vehicle have been passed to the Road Policing Unit. The unit is tasked with targeting vehicles that consistently exceed the permitted speed limit.

This letter is the final written warning you will receive in relation to driving at excess speed. Should you be observed by the Road Policing Unit exceeding the limit further action will be taken by means of a fixed penalty ticket or court summons.

If you were not the driver at the time, or the vehicle is registered to a company, please forward it to the driver at the time of the incident.

If you are no longer the Registered Keeper of this vehicle then please inform the DVLA.
